Bactrim contains a combination of sulfamethoxazole and trimethoprim. Sulfamethoxazole and trimethoprim are are both antibiotics that treat different types of infections caused by bacteria. It's a common medication used to treat MRSA. It does also have side effects, such as: 
· Appetite loss
· Vomiting 
· Nausea 
· Mild diarrhea 
Some other common side effects might be an early sign of a more severe reaction, so if you experience the following, stop taking the drug and call your doctor right away:
· Itchiness
· Rash
· Hives
Bactrim is associated with numerous rare side effects. Although they are not likely to require medical attention, you should tell your doctor if you have:
· Headache
· Abdominal pain or diarrhea
· Insomnia
· Mild tiredness
· Mild weakness
Serious Side Effects of Bactrim
Tell your doctor right away or get emergency medical help if you experience:
· Sore throat and cough
· Severe, prolonged diarrhea that may occur with fever and stomach cramps, which possibly indicates a C. difficile infection
· Fever or chills
· Trouble breathing
· Unusual bruising or bleeding
· Yellowing of the skin and eyes (jaundice)
· Joint or muscle pain
· Spots on the skin that are purple or reddish (purpura)
· Paleness
· Depression

Cleocin HCl (clindamycin hydrochloride) is an antibiotic used to treat serious infections caused by bacteria. Cleocin HCl is available in generic form. Common side effects of Cleocin HCl include
· nausea,
· vomiting,
· diarrhea,
· stomach pain,
· joint pain,
· vaginal itching or discharge,
· skin rash or itching,
· heartburn,
· sore throat, or
· changes in bowel habits (especially in older adults).

Minocin Capsules (minocycline hydrochloride) is a tetracycline antibiotic used to treat many different bacterial infections, such as urinary tract infections, severe acne, gonorrhea, tick fever, chlamydia, and others. Minocin is available in generic form. Common side effects of Minocin include:

· nausea,
· vomiting,
· upset stomach,
· diarrhea,
· lightheadedness,
· dizziness,
· spinning sensation,
· unsteadiness,
· drowsiness,
· tired feeling,
· joint or muscle pain,
· discoloration of your skin or nails,
· skin rash or itching,
· mouth sores,
· swollen tongue,
· discoloration of your gums,
· cough,
· increased skin sensitivity to sunlight (sunburn more easily), or
· vaginal itching or discharge.

Doxycycline (https://www.drugs.com/doxycycline.html)
Get emergency medical help if you have any signs of an allergic reaction to doxycycline: hives; difficulty breathing; swelling of your face, lips, tongue, or throat.
Call your doctor at once if you have:
· changes in your vision;
· severe stomach pain, diarrhea that is watery or bloody;
· fever, swollen glands, body aches, flu symptoms, weakness;
· skin rash, pale skin, easy bruising or bleeding, severe tingling, numbness, pain, muscle weakness;
· upper stomach pain (may spread to your back), loss of appetite, dark urine, jaundice (yellowing of the skin or eyes);
· chest pain, irregular heart rhythm, feeling short of breath;
· confusion, nausea and vomiting, swelling, rapid weight gain, little or no urinating;
· new or worsening cough with fever, trouble breathing;
· increased pressure inside the skull--severe headaches, ringing in your ears, dizziness, nausea, vision problems, pain behind your eyes; or
· severe skin reaction--fever, sore throat, swelling in your face or tongue, burning in your eyes, skin pain, followed by a red or purple skin rash that spreads (especially in the face or upper body) and causes blistering and peeling.
Common doxycycline side effects may include:
· nausea, vomiting, upset stomach;
· mild diarrhea;
· skin rash or itching; or
· vaginal itching or discharge.
